But if you do decide to drive and 
park, reserve your parking spot early at 
FlyLogan.com since airport garages fill up 
quickly around the holidays.

Once you get to Logan, download the 
FlyLogan App for flight updates, directions 
to your gate and enhanced WiFi.  

You can relax and get updated alerts right  
to your phone.

Whether traveling for business or 
pleasure, make the most of your airport 
experience by pre-ordering food for pickup 
at BOS2Go. You’ll be able to skip the  
line, grab your food and head right to  
your flight.

If you are traveling with kids, locate the 
nearby Kidport in Terminals A, B and C 
and let the little ones have some fun.

You’ll find savory Boston cuisine in every 
Logan Airport terminal, from Legal Sea 
Foods and Chef Michael Schlow’s Alta 
Strada to Kelly’s Roast Beef, B.Good 

and Wahlburgers. Fresh markets include

To sample a local brew, you can choose 
from Harpoon’s Tap Room, Cisco Brewers, 
Sam Adams Brewhouse, Boston Harbor 
Distillery and Boston Beer Works.
